Dear Matt:  The sister Maria Cor Dulce writes to you, we met in 

Ukraine, some years ago.

For four years a dining room has working in our parish for 

children that works on Sundays. During the time that the children 

were passing in our dining room it was a question of having 

other activities also with them. All this has given greatly fruit, but 

we realize that it is very little for them, since they have great 

need in any sense. 

 

The majority of these children live in very unfavorable situations, 

more than once we have had, that to bring them to the parish, 

during the week, to avoid bad moments with the alcoholic dads, 

the children are those who call us by phone, sometimes even in 

the night, asking us to be going to look for them, complaining 

about not being able to sleep and of course many days 

happening without eating or only a piece of bread with tea, 

without mentioning the psychological pressure and the problems 

as result of coexisting with alcoholic persons.
