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Saints Cyril & Methodius, Pray for Us!

We recognize and honor Saints Cyril and Methodius,
brothers born in 815 and 826 A.D. in Thessalonica, as
the apostles to the Slavs because they obeyed the
Byzantine Emperor in Constantinople who sent them
to evangelize the people of Moravia
(Slovakia/Bohemia). On their Feast Day of February
14th we invoke their prayers and protection as we try
to do our little part to take the Merciful Heart of Jesus
and His Mother’s Immaculate Heart to our Slavic
brothers and sisters in the East. Our hearts yearn to
be with them.

Cyril and Methodius invented the Cyrillic alphabet in
order to better evangelize the Slavs in their own
vernacular. Moravians knew no Greek. Cyril and
Methodius (Kyril & Mefodi in Ukrainian) are the
founders of Slavonic literature, and many of the
Byzantine and Orthodox Churches have used their
alphabet ever since. As Latin is our dead language
that preserves from modern distortions the eternal
and ancient truths contained in the prayers of the
Mass, so is Old Slavonic the dead language of the
East that serves the same purpose.

While we now speak and understand fairly well the
Slavic tongues, it is instead the ianguage of Love and
Mercy that our brothers and sisters in the East so
much long to hear. Our orphans clamor for love and
mercy, and usually demand from us an explanation as
to why it has taken us so long to return to them. Our
priests and sisters also ask us these questions.
